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Many times, copy utilizes the structural device of putting lists of items or ideas in 

groups of three, such as “pen, paper, and an idea”. 

 

There are several technical ways one can say these triplets that automatically give 

the delivery variety and individuality. 

 

Give each word or phrase a different musical level or tone – low, medium and high. 

You must, however, make a conscious effort to do it and when asked to do the line 

“wild” (usually 3 times in succession), you must be aware of the order of the tones 

you used, so that you can duplicate your performance. These jumps can be big or 

more subtle. If you’re more mathematically-oriented, think in terms of numbers. 

 

There are 6 combinations, any of which will work beautifully: 

 

Low, medium, high    or   1, 2, 3   

Low, high, medium    1, 3, 2  

Medium, low, high    2, 1, 3 

Medium, high, low    2, 3, 1 

High, medium, low    3, 2 1 

  High, low, medium    3, 1, 2
