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VOICING FROM THE HEART 

The world has become a place of lethargic, disconnect -the land of grey as I call it. A land where people 
would rather interact with mechanical devices than one another.  Where the honest human voice has 
been quelled through an overabundance of talking AT people and not WITH them. 
How do we change this?  How do we return to the place of wisdom, humility,  healing and COLOR? 
That place, inherent to ALL of us- that of the inspired storyteller? The place of the child, the free 
thinker, the inspired wise one? 
  We do this by voicing from the heart.  We do this by realizing that there are NO monologues only 
dialogues, and the fearless need to respond, not dictate. We do this by having a genuine emotional 
opinion and truth in all copy, regardless of the product, story, or message and that by reconnecting our 
voice, minds and hearts, we can once again become the voice of humanity; sharing, creating, loving, 
embracing, connecting! That is how we change ourselves and the communal, tonal, colorful vibration of 
the planet! 

 
 

 
PLACEMENTS 

 There are infinite qualities of vocal magic, but the basis of most of 
these is the foundation for character voices (along with rhythms, speeds, compressions, 
weights and efforts in expression.) Let us look at what placements are most useful to 
the voice over professional. 
 
1. Signature – the natural place in which you communicate daily which you can add 
accents, compressions, aspirations, emotional rhythms etc to change it up. 
 
2. Head voice - which is reaching to the top of your head inside. –a higher pitched or 
falsetto (men tend to dislike this placement but it’s a wonderful addition to many 
characters.) 
 
3. The Mosquito - do not be confused, this is not a high note. Imagine that you have 
blown up a balloon and have the lips of the balloon in your fingers, pulled apart and 
air is releasing. It is a very high-pitched expression of air from a place of holding your 
breath and allowing this piercingly bright, high quality to escape. 
 
4. Soft Palette Pull - if you imagine the yawn and then hold the structure, you will have a 
round, back of the throat sound. This sound is generally used for an older character 
or lower status character. 
 
5. Swallow - is when you pull down into the lower throat region (Kermit the frog) and 
then compress the muscularity above it to hold up higher in the back, as if you had 
phlegm at the back of your throat and went to dislodge it - that is where the hold is. 
 
6. Low or Barrel - is a low, thick placement that is weighted in the chest with pressure 
from above and below to keep it held there. 
 
7. The Mask - is a placement that is used quite a bit in animation - if you sucked helium, 
it causes your chords to shrink and you sound like a munchkin but you can shrink the 
muscularity of your chords yourself by pulling them into themselves just like when you

take your outstretched arm and then fold it in half when curling a dumbbell. It is also 
like pulling a bowstring back in archery - unique quality. 
 
8. Monster - this is a compressed, low quality that has gravel which is created by 
bearing down and pushing past the compression. You can play around with the 
amount of compression and how low the lock off is. You can add many qualities to 
this growly, transformer type placement. Make sure that the soft palette is raised as 
this placement can damage you if done incorrectly. 
 
9. Nasal Head - this is the head voice forced through the adenoidal system and given a 
strong push. It is a very active placement and has a sharp not a dull sound. Make 
sure you can express strong blasts of air out of your nostrils onto the back of your 
hand, as this action is employed when playing with this placement. 
 
10. Pug - this is when you block the entire adenoidal system so that the k’s are almost 
impossible to voice- this is the little child with a cold quality that can be found by 
aspirating in and out on the ‘k’ and then locking around the placement where the k 
hits the back of the instrument and plugging above and behind the soft palette. Try 
horking and bringing the back of the tongue up to chock off the sound. 
 
Be prepared for everything that might be required of you and that is everything and 
more. This instrument of yours is brilliant and capable of huge feats that even you have 
no idea about. Do your homework EVERY DAY! Draw the energy to you by being of the 
world of voice. If you are in the voice world - you are in the voice world - simple! Make it 
your business to surround yourself with all things vocal and positive. Express because 
you LOVE it and it is what feeds you and ultimately feeds us and changes the 
resonation of this planet. 
You have a big responsibility to all of us. Get Voicing!!!

INT. READ DEN 

Amigo sits, looking at the camera. 

1. AMIGO 
Buenos dias! I am Amigo 
Molina - The Pet 
OwnerWhisperer. Taking care of 
a pet owner is a big 
responsibility. 

Amigo walks over to Arthur, who is watching TV and eating a bag 
of potato chips. 

2. AMIGO (CONT'D) 
(to us) 

You must make sure your pet 
owner has a healthy diet. 

Amigo grabs the chips from Arthur and tosses them away. Then, 
with his nose, he rolls an apple over to Arthur, who picks it up. 

3. AMIGO (CONT'D) 
(to us) 

Exercise is very important 
for them. They may resist 
you at first - but you must be 
assertive. 

Amigo takes Arthur's pant leg in his jaws and drags him off the 
couch. 

4. ARTHUR 
Ahh! 
 
Ext. Read YArd 

Amigo is running around the yard in a circle, with his leash on, 
pulling Arthur behind him. Arthur struggles to keep up. 

5. AMIGO 
(to us) 

(pant, pant) And always remember, 
you must reward your pet owner 
when they follow instructions. 
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Amigo grinds to a halt. Arthur goes flying past him. Amigo then 
goes, to Arthur, who's on his back, and licks his face while Arthur 
giggles. 

6. ARTHUR 
Hee-hee-hee! Ha-ha-ha! 

Pal comes up to them. 

7. PAL 
(to Amigo) 

What are you doing? 

8. AMIGO 
Oh, hello Pal! I was just 
showing the audience how to 
care for your pet-owner. 

9. PAL 
But Arthur is MY pet owner. 
Why didn't you use Alberto? 

10. AMIGO 
He wasn't around, and I just 
happened to be in your yard, 
so... 

WE SHIFT TO ARTHUR'S POV. Pal is BARKING at Amigo. 
Amigo WHINES a little - then trots off. 

Pal leaps up onto Arthur's chest, taking Amigo's place. 

11. PAL 
(to us) 

The most important thing, 
however, is to let your pet-
owner know who's in charge! 

Pal YIPS and starts licking Arthur's face. 

12. ARTHUR 
Hee hee hee! C'mon boy, cut 
it out! Ha ha... 

(show open) 

EXT. READ HOUSE 

* Arthur stands on the front porch with Alberto, who has Amigo 
with him and a bag of Amigo's stuff (bowl, toys, etc.). 
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13. ALBERTO 
Thank you for agreeing to 
look after Amigo while I'm 
away. 

14. ARTHUR 
No problem! I'm sure you'll 
do great at the hockey 
championships. 

15. ALBERTO 
Thanks. 

Arthur takes the bag of stuff from Alberto. Alberto removes a 
tennis ball out of his pocket and shows it to Amigo. 

16. ALBERTO (CONT'D) 
(to Amigo) 

C'mon boy, let’s try one 
more time. Let's impress 
Arthur. 

Alberto takes a few steps back and tosses the ball. Amigo just 
watches it sail behind him and bounce on the porch.  

Alberto shakes his head. 

17. ALBERTO (CONT'D) 
I've been trying to teach him 
to catch that ball for weeks 
now. 

Alberto walks away. Arthur waves. 

18. ARTHUR 

SEE YOU, ALBERTO! DON'T WORRY ABOUT A THING! 
GOOD LUCK 

 

 
REDONCULOUS 

SIDES 
DEVON & CARRIE 

Devon (18)- Best Friends 
Loyal, loveable best friend, oblivious to the affections of his partner, Carrie. Straight forward and 
positive in terms of line delivery. Just a nice guy who’s oblivious to the love of his best girl friend. 

Reference: James Vanderbeek in Dawson’s Creek. 
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Carrie (18)-Best Friends 
A hopeless romantic who is totally in love with best friend Devon (who has no idea) but can't bring 
herself to tell him. Line delivery is generally played up as sweet and hopeful, but also moments of 
sadness/defeat when she realizes he’s in love with someone else. Does have "bigger" moments, usually 
when trying to cover up that she might have accidentally revealed her true feelings to Devon. Sweet and 
friendly.

I met Devin in the sandbox, and we 
haven’t spent a day apart since. If 
anyone can win this Race, it’s us. 

 
CONFESSION CAM: BEST FRIENDS * 

Carrie picks a speck of lint off Devin’s shirt. * 
 

DEVIN 
Yeah. I know Carrie so well, it’s * 
like we’re - what are you doing? * 

 
CARRIE * 

(blushes) Uh - lint check. For the * 
camera. Heh. (to camera) Woo! Race * 

 
64 EXT. SKYWALK - CONTINUOUS 64 

Carrie and Devin step out onto the Skywalk. 
 

DEVIN 
Oh man.... 

 
CARRIE 

You’ve always wanted to conquer 
your fear of heights, right? 

 
DEVIN 

I’m not scared of heights, I’m 
scared of falling - big difference. 

 
CARRIE 

Don’t worry, it’s a TV competition, 
it’s got to be safe- WHOA! 
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The wind slams her into Devin - they cling to each other and 
the Tower wall as the wind <HOWLS> and buffets them around. 

 
DEVIN 

AH! 
 

Tennis Rivals clamber past them, <chuckling>. 
 

GERRY 
Ha. Now we’re in the lead! Way to * 

snooze, chuckleheads. 
 

CARRIE (TO DEVIN) 
C’mon, you can do it. I believe in you! 

 
DEVIN 

That makes one of us... 
Carrie and Devin nervously inch after the Tennis Rivals, all 

of them clinging desperately to the wall as the wind <HOWLS>. 
Jacques (22)- Ice Dance Hasbeens 
Always "on", acts like he's in the spotlight constantly, perky.  Delivery needs to be relatively high 
energy but controlled- like a guy who's performing for an audience. Pouty when things go wrong, 
like they come in second instead of first. He lets Josee make the big decisions and run the show.

Josee (20)- Ice Dance Hasbeens 
Very much in the same vein of Jacques but much more tightly wound. She's much more worried about 
losing face and gets very tense/nervous in moments where that has happened or look like they might. 
Plastic smile for their fans at all times… until she finally cracks and we see just how desperate she is for 
attention and to WIN.

JACQUES (V.O.)

Josée and Jacques <SIGH> in sync. 

 
JOSÉE 

- the Olympics. He dropped me, so 
we only got Silver. 

 
Jacques storms off. 
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JACQUES (ON/OFF) 

I don’t want to talk about it! 
 

JOSÉE 
Jacques! (shrugs to camera) Silver 

is his least favourite colour. 
 

EXT. END OF ZIPLINE, AIRPORT TARMAC - MOMENTS LATER 
Ice Dancers ZIP in and land gracefully beside Don. They bow 
and blow kisses to a non-existent crowd. Josée holds the Tip 
like it’s a bouquet of flowers. Don looks behind the camera. 

 
JOSÉE 

Thank you! We love you! Merci! 
 

DON 
Who are you waving to? There’s no one here... 

 
Josée glares at Don as Jacques reads the Tip. 

JACQUES 
“Book two seats on the next flight to Morocco!” 

 
EPISODE 2 

EXT. CULINARY TENT - DAY 
ANGLE ON Josée eating quickly but gracefully. 

 
JACQUES 

From the bowl to her face and back 
to the bowl, absolute perfection. 
What a treat for the audience at 

home watching this performance.

TIGGOU: (boy tiger / cougar mix) 
Tiggou is like any seven-year-old: curious, adventurous and mischievous. Brave and loyal to his friends, 
when trouble arises Tiggou can always be relied on to come up with a plan to save the day. Tiggou 
speaks with a neutral Western accent. His tone is warm and friendly, his dialogue delivery bold, upbeat 
and full of enthusiasm. 
 
TIGGOU: (to camera) 
Hey, what did you do that for?! 
(pause) Oh you’re here for an adventure? 
Well then we need to find my friends Elina and Ziggy. 
 
TIGGOU: (a gleam of excitement in his eyes) 
What is it? 
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TIGGOU: (to camera, excited) 
Let’s go! 
 
TIGGOU: (curious) 
What do you think it is? 
 
TIGGOU: (brave) 
This looks like trouble. We need to rescue those animals! 
 
TIGGOU: (raises a finger)

ELINA: (female elephant) 
She is a little bratish, grouchy and sarcastic as most eleven- year-olds. Elina has a strong sense of 
responsibility, acting as a big sister to Tiggou and Ziggy. She loves to learn and often listens in at the 
window of Little Tigers Elementary. Despite her age, Elina sounds older than her years. Her voice has a 
resigned, reluctant, world-weary quality to it, a little like Leela from Futurama. 
 
ELINA: (sarcastic - as if) 
Silly Ziggy. Of course it’s not a destructoboticon. 
It must be some kind of human scientific device. 
 
ELINA: (with slight -'duh'- attitude) 
Are you crazy? (twists Tiggou’s head towards the machine with her trunk ) 
Didn’t you see what just happened? (points at the machine withher trunk) 
That thing is not animal friendly! 
 
ELINA: (kinda shocked) 

Oh boy. I knew this was a bad idea!
